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FROM THE HEADMASTER

The planning for the new buildings at the west end of College is now well advanced, and resource
consent is in place. Some recent elevation drawings will add to the previous information in this
newsletter. More dramatic artist’s impressions will shortly be displayed at College for all to enjoy. At
a time when The Press is devoting attention to ‘ugly glass boxes’ springing up around Christchurch,
we can clearly see these wonderful buildings are not amongst them. I use the term *buildings’ when
in fact there is one cohesive development. Our architect, Alec Bruce, has recognised that in fact the
campus is a harmonious mix of smaller buildings, each a part of the development of the College
over the years — one single structure of the scale we are building would overwhelm that sense of
scale, and so our development is effectively three related buildings, carefully complementing each
other but with unique design features. Inside, a seamless transition from one to another. >>
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The Canterbury and West Coast Principals’ Association met last week with
an independent facilitator, to try and evolve counter-proposals for some
of the Ministry of Education’s intentions for Christchurch. Sharing in that
discussion was valuable; we should have an active interest in the bigger
educational picture of which we are a part, and within which we have
common connections to the Ministry of Education. However, never has
‘independence’ as a school been more significant; we are in charge of
our destiny, and our community has certainty for the future. That same
independence brings onerous responsibility for our own campus repairs, but
our state school colleagues are currently amidst tremendous uncertainty.
We are not ‘lucky’ — but we are fortunate at this time to be in sole charge
of our own affairs.

I was able to make that observation to our very well attended ‘Looking Ahead’
Year 7 information evening last week. I am always grateful to my colleagues
for the energy and professionalism they bring to these events, and to our
students whose participation makes the evenings what they are. We also
involve members of our Parents’ Association, who mingle informally and
chat to prospective parents so helpfully at the end of the evening. The same
association put on our Pink Lunch on 19 October, a sell out occasion which
all enjoyed enormously. Subtle inveiglement on the part of the committee
found me wearing a sweater in the fashion show, a first. I do not own such
a garment, but allowing for that minor misrepresentation, fun was had
by all.

I have been aware for some years of the plight of parents whose
association with College comes to an end when their sons move on. A
new organisation is being formed to cater for them, and at present lists
of interested prospective members are being generated through informal
contacts. As soon as a shape emerges, and some plans are developed, an
open invitation will be extended to all.

We are now putting the final touches to our end of year programme, and
particularly the final few days of the term. ‘Carols on the Quad’, so popular
last year, will take place again on Thursday evening (6 December). Please
book it in your diaries, and if you wish to be assured of a seat, expect
to arrive early. In the event of very bad weather it will be cancelled, but
a smaller service will be substituted in Chapel for the choir, parents and
others who wish to attend, to complete the important handover formalities
for the choir leaders. More details nearer the time.

Next Sunday, as the Chaplain will note I am sure, the Archbishop of
Canterbury The Most Revd and Rt Hon Dr Rowan Williams, will be present in
our Chapel, as part of a cathedral service. It is rare and particular pleasure
to be able to welcome him to our school.

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CURRICULUM NOTES

Planning for the 2013 timetable began quite '
some time ago, and boys submitted their
first subject option choices in August. Our
timetabling philosophy begins with boys’
selections. We then attempt to construct a
timetable that maximises the number of boys
whose selections are satisfied. Of course,
as time goes by, boys may for a variety of
reasons wish to make changes. This most commonly occurs
in January after examination results have been published.
Perhaps results aren’t what boys had planned, or maybe
minds have simply changed with the passing of time. Changes
at this stage are a little more difficult because the timetable
is set, and so choices are constrained. I'll publish more
information on the mechanics of subject changes later in
the term.

Examination results are now published on the web in January
rather than being posted out. This decision means that
NZQA can get results to candidates in a much more timely
fashion. It is, however, still possible to request printed copies
of results. Results Notices for 2012 can now be ordered

through the ‘order documents’ link in the learner login up until
31 December. NZQA hopes that these will be issued shortly
after result publication occurs in January. There is no charge.
A Scholarship Results Notice will be sent to all students. An
NCEA Results Notice will only be sent to those who order one.

Junior boys have examinations in two weeks time, and they
should be revising now. Try to make sure that your son has
a regular revision time set aside. Simply reading notes is
probably the least effective method. To improve effectiveness,
boys should work actively with their material. They may
summarise notes in a very condensed form, complete practice
questions, perhaps rewriting practice essays from earlier in
the year, or completing other exercises.

You may have read these words in this column before:
the biggest error that students make is to revise what
they already know. Past tests are a fantastic catalogue of
problems that have caused difficulty in the past. Concentrate
on these problems. Use all of the available resources to
improve understanding.

The Archbishop of Canterbury, the Most
Reverend and Right Honourable Dr Rowan
Williams, is in Christchurch this weekend, and
we are delighted he is meeting with young
people (age 16-30ish). Christ’s College has
received a specific formal invitation for that
age of students from our school to meet
with him.

Anglicans are found in over 165 countries, making it the
second most widespread Christian denomination. With about
85 million Anglicans, it is the third largest denomination.

There are three very significant meetings that help keep
the international Communion engaged with contemporary
developments. Once every ten years, the Archbishop of
Canterbury calls together all Anglican bishops in the world
(the Lambeth Conference). He also calls together the leaders
of the provinces (called the Primates Meeting). Currently he
is in New Zealand for the Anglican Consultative Council being
held in Auckland from 27 October to 7 November (this meeting
gathers bishops, clergy, and lay people from all around
the globe).

If any students are interested in this once-in-
a-lifetime opportunity to meet with him, let
them email the Chaplain so that I can keep
them informed if I find out anything extra.

At 2pm on Sunday 4 November, there will
be a service at St Christopher’s Church,
Avonhead (244 Avonhead Road), followed by refreshments,
and then, at 3pm, in the same place, there is the meeting with
young people.

The Archbishop has already had a delightful and thought-
provoking meeting with young people in Auckland, and I am
really looking forward to meeting him, and to this encounter
with our students on Sunday.

When the Canterbury Association was planning the Canterbury Settlement they
advertised for books to be donated to set up a library that would be available not
just to those who were attending the College, but also to the public. It is clear from
the signatures and the book plates that they were collected from existing personal
libraries and funds were raised by specific groups to purchase books. When they
arrived in New Zealand and the library was created, it was housed in a number of
locations and over the years books have been dispersed to different collections.

Members of the Christ’'s College staff also added their contributions to the library,
the most notable of these was Headmaster, Chaplain and Principal of the Upper
Department, Francis Augustus Hare. Based on bookplates he brought portions of the
libraries of other members of his family to New Zealand.

Even damaged bookplates can prove to be useful. There is a book in the College
Archives by Coventry Patmore called ‘The Espousals’ which contains the remains of a
bookplate for JFD (John Frederick Denison) Maurice, theologian and social reformer,
and an inscription on the flyleaf suggests that it may have been given to Maurice by
the author. Also on the flyleaf is a note that the book came from FA Hare’s library. And
